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VIEW FROM THE VICARAGE 

There’s been much spoken and written about A.I. (“Artificial 
Intelligence”) recently. And I have to admit, first up, that I’m perhaps 
the least likely person to be passing comment on it: I’m not so much a 
“techno-phobe” as a “techno-fool” for whom any piece of equipment or 
apparatus will tend to fail or break if I even come near it, let alone 
touch it. Even my serious and (as it seemed at the time) unforgiving 
chemistry teacher admitted to my Dad years later, when they became 
teaching colleagues in Surrey, that “if anything was going to go wrong 
in the lab, it would happen to James!”, and for test tubes and Bunsen 
burners 45 years ago, now read cars and computers…. 

But A.I. is undoubtedly both exciting and worrying people in equal 
measure right now. It’s exciting those who see its potential to make 
major advances in medicine and technology for the benefit of 
humankind, and worrying others who sense its potential not only to put 
untold millions out of work, but even to threaten human existence itself. 
For my part, I’m thinking back to previous great changes in human 
society powered by technology and reflecting that the same division of 
opinion was present then; with the iron and steel Industrial Revolution 
that brought us railways and consumer goods, but created huge cities in 
which people struggled for livelihood and dignity. Of the “second 
industrial revolution” in the early 20th century that brought us cars, 
planes and modern medicine, but also brought industrialised warfare 
and weapons powerful enough to destroy the planet. And then the more 
recent digital revolution, bringing information and entertainment to our 
fingertips that was the stuff of sci-fi when I was young (think “The Hitch
-Hiker’s Guide to the Galaxy!”) but has left so many folk isolated and 
seemingly dependent on their screens for everything. Perhaps A.I. will 
prove the same, with the real challenge, as before, being whether we 
have the wisdom to use it well. 

But fears of A.I. somehow threatening our human existence need, I 
think, to be put in context. Yes, of course, there’s the danger of 
automated warfare getting out of control, but human flourishing can 
never, say Christians, be replaced by something mechanical. Christians, 
together with some from other faiths, believe that humans were made 
in God’s image and that the world is a fundamentally good place. For all 
that our patterns of work and our relationships with each other might be 
changed by technology, we remain “God’s children” in a fundamental 
way, and God continues to call for us to work together for the 
flourishing of all:                       continues page 5

as Jesus said, in words even Christians too often forget, “I have come in 
order that you might have life—life in all its fullness.” (John 10.10)

The River Ribble meets Long Preston Beck 

Alice Irene Constantine, Irene, as she liked to be known, was born in 
Long Preston and lived at Moorfield View until she moved to Knowles 
Cottages – the Almshouses, to spend her latter years. She did not waste 
her time in retirement, she spent them learning to use a computer to 
write, children’s books, poetry and a biography written as a diary, often 
humorous, but also reflecting on the tougher times as well. Long Preston 
Heritage Group’s website, in oral histories, records several of her poems 
of which ‘Beloved Waters,’ is one. The poem follows the River Ribble 
from source to mouth. 

The Ribble rises at Ribblehead, formed where Gayle Beck and Cam Beck 
join near the Ribblehead Viaduct. After seventy miles it flows into the 
sea at Preston.  

Long Preston beck is formed where Scaleber Beck and Bookil Gill join, 
north of the village near New Pasture Plantation. The beck joins the 
Ribble at Cow Bridge.
